connect groups are an important part of becoming 
strengthened, accountable and vulnerable apart from 

the sunday services, great for strengthening church 
community... not sure how much these have been able 
to draw in or impact the non-​churched.... maybe this is 
not their primary function apart from welcoming new 

people who turn up on sunday mornings
the prayer chain is a GREAT way of supporting the 

church community as well as those connected with the 
church community

The 2 main community needs that were identified were 
emotional & mental health and youth/partnering with 
Pap College. I can't see how either of those have been 
addressed except for strengthening the church youth 
group which presumably has drawn in other young 

people. And Alpha and Grief Share brought along some 
people needing support in different ways. Having said 

that, these are organised ministries/groups and each of 
us individuaaly needs to be on the look out for ways 

that we can interact with friends/neighbours etc and be 
salt and light. Testimonies about these opportunities 

pop up from time to time during sharing times in the 2 
connect groups i'm in involved in, even though the 

recipients are not always in our local community. Re-​
instating GIML is an excellent way to celebrate God at 

work.

A lot of the church community is really busy with work and family life but there is a 
large pool of retirees with time on their hands who want to be involved and make a 

difference. Maybe there could be some way of online posting of practical and 
emotional needs that people know of, so that if someone has a couple of spare 
hours they could volunteer to go and help (e.g. practical things like gardening, 

cleaning, pet & child-​minding(?), helping shift house etc and emotional support like 
just listening and offering to pray.) Different people would have different areas 

they would feel comfortable at helping in.
Actively partnering with Pap College in supporting the teachers by taking morning 
tea or offering to do mundane practical tasks like cleaning & sorting equipment or 

whatever the teachers identify as needs.
Once the building is established having a free listening/counselling/support space 

would be great, but even before that happens would it be possible to make it 
available by booking a time online? There are trained counsellors in the church but 

also others who would be great at non-​judgemental listening and support.
Partnering with existing community help agencies like Good Neighbour and the 

Blue Biyou Monday night dinner.
After-​church lunch groups to meet for fellowship and discussion about the 

message. Flexible and open groups at a variety of homes to allow inter-​
generational mixing. Maybe everyone brings their own lunch/pot luck so that 

there's no pressure on the hosts.
The needs can seem so huge but 

identifying and facilitating a couple of 
areas at a time is the only way to make 
progress. I think there's a big degree of 
willingness and buy-​in to the Make All 

Things New vision so hopefully there'll be 
the opportunity to continue with what 
we've started and to put more of it into 
practice long before the church building 

becomes a reality.

opportunity for building relationships. Those two are not equal examples though, I 
just don’t drink coffee.

I think it’s key to focus resources (people’s time etc) into strengthening the church 
community for now, so we can grow into all the other areas from a place of 

strength. The relationships of people have within the church need to be strong, 
think family camps a great way to help with that. 😀

Sometimes Churches feel they need to own something 
(like a community service or "ministry" and take credit 

for what it achieves. This can be helpful, but The 
Kingdom of God is made up of many individuals not 
Churches. Thousands of individuals using their God 
given gifts will work towards making all things new. 

Some may need their Church to guide them, organise 
them and facilitate but not all.  Are there existing 

organisations that provide food for those in need? 
Budgetting help? Mental health support? 

Companionship? second hand furniture? practical 
help? etc etc.

It’s very difficult to break in as a young 
family without there being a crache 

program that establishes a connection 
with the kids and learning about Jesus 
and without connect groups that suit 

young families.  There is a lot of 
welcoming and hi’s and small talk in 
Sunday’s but very little in the way of 

developing new  meaningful friendships 
further outside of Sunday church.

New people’s gatherings 
would be really beneficial 

to meet the key team 
members and other new 

people after which 
assistance with integration 
into small groups would be 

amazing to get knitted in 
quickly.

The church is doing really well, to have a 
vibrant, relevant and engaging service, 

whilst also being causal. It’s encouraging 
that these questions are being asked and 

that there is clear vision and direction.  
It’s encouraging to be part of an effective 
organization that is seeing good growth 
at a time when many churches are aging 

or struggling to maintain attendance.
